Basic points of what we have discussed so far:   

• Per Dr. David Jeremiah: “Sex should not be an embarrassment to Godliness rather a reflection of 
it.”  “The Bible does not shy away from any topic that is common to human experience and neither 
should we.  .  .  . “ 
 

• Daughters of Jerusalem, I charge you by the gazelles and by the does of the field: 
Do not arouse or awaken love until it so desires. 
 

• Jonathan Acuff:  “We associate all the fun and excitement and coolness of life with the world and 
leave God all the boring discipline-flavored moments.  He’s like eating broccoli .  We know it is good 
for us, but it’s still broccoli.   But, that cannot be right.  God is wild.  He’s consistently saying, “Let’s 
go find cliffs to jump off of, “ and, I know exactly what you need, because guess what, I put that 
need there. “”  
 

• Let myrrh drip from your lips and leave myrrh on your door handle. 
 

• Going Nuclear:  Does C >>>>>>> A + B?   When C >>>>> the sum of the parts, it comes highly valued 
and worth defending.   Love is not a 1 for 1 exchange - through Gods grace, the “C” becomes vastly 
bigger than the sum of the parts.

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Closing thoughts from Dr. David Jeremiah:   

“Now we know the truth of what God thinks about sex.  
How could anything so joyful, so essential, so life giving and 
not have his approval?  After all, “Every good gift and every 
perfect give is from above, and comes down from the Father 
of lights, with whom there is not variation or show of 
turning (James 1:17).  I don’t know of a more perfect gift 
than this one.   
 
I also confess that it’s gratifying to write this chapter 
knowing that so many Christians have grown up in churches 
where sex is the ultimate dirty word.   .   .  We realize those 
springs aren’t to flow and those gardens aren’t to be 
opened outside of marriage.   But, to never mention its 
wonderful essential nature is like never acknowledging the 
beauty of a sunset (only the air pollution it reveals), the 
power of the assembled body of Christ (only the hypocrisy 
that sometimes lurks there), or the appeal of a newborn 
child (only that it will cry and soil its diapers). “

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• Other things discussed on the Songs of Solomon:  Attraction, engagement, and conflict.  
• You should expect awkward moments during your honeymoon 
• The goal of this lessen is to discuss all of the beauty and frustration associated with sex within 

marriage – as explained in the Songs of Solomon.     
• It is of value to brake things down in Gods way.   
• It all begins on honeymoon night.     
• The world is presenting your women in unrealistic version of beauty.  The Man’s job is to build her 

up from head to toe.   
• Chapter 4:  You are the most beautiful thing my eyes have ever seen.   
• Complement your wife – it is not that hard.     
• Men:  Keep her head up/Women:  Keep your head up.   
• Now this one! This one is so special!  Comments like this trigger a posture change.  Fathers:  Lift your 

daughter’s head up.  Fathers:  Be the first person to tell your daughter that she is beautiful.   
• Don’t overthink the fawn analogy.  There is tenderness and patience in what Solomon is saying.   
• “There is no flaw in you” – recall the adder for the distressed look.  Even what others think to be a 

flaw in you – the flaws the only I know about further bonds our relationship.    All things  that I 
define to be beautiful are defined by you.  Not that air brushed model, my wife is a definition of 
beautiful.  You are now the definition of beauty.  Vs. 7:  There is no flaw in you.   

• Solomon has lifted her to a new standard of beauty

• No one talks about the lions of leopards  - but we should  
• Recall the analogy of Mike Tyson’s punch out.    
• The honeymoon can be awkward and confusing.  It is not like it is on the movie screen.   
• Come down from the mountains of intimidation and I will protect you from lions and leopards.   
• Sexual temptation does not end with marriage and no preachers are talking about this.   
• In the process of telling you about marriage  and sex before marriage, we “leg sweep” the audience.   
• Sexual intimacy does not come without effort, work, and communication.   
• Open up to your women in loving partnership.   
• Communicate to your women the lions and leopards – so that you can stand the test of time.   
• If I can get anything to do, it would be to talk.   
• Do not emotional intimately connect until the time is right.   
• The springs of grace of God:  No matter where you are in your sexuality or what you have become, 

there is cleansing stream of grace that flows from the throne of God.  The blood of Christ can 
cleanse you of every sin.   

• There is no condemnation that are in Christ Jesus. 
• Today can be a new day where the living waters of God can flood the contamination of your life. 
• God can purge you and God can refresh you, and God can forgive you. 
• God give you a born again purity.   
• Guard you fountain and lean on His Grace of purity
